Judy also
stepped down recently from being a director for HOIC to give full attention to the Prairie
Investment Partners (PIP) model investment club.
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Nancy Leigh also has been a Betterlnvesting member since 1995 when she,
along with ten friends from the Macomb area, started the Forgottonia Diversified
Investment Club. She served as president of the club from 1995 through 2006
when she took on the role of treasurer.
